8:00 p.m.

Election 2010 - The Process

The conduct of municipal elections is governed by the Municipal Elections Act, 1996.
Policies and procedures regarding various aspects of the election process will be
established by the Clerk and will be provided to all candidates by June 1, 2010.

Voters will be offered a choice of voting methods for the 2010 election — Internet,
telephone and traditional paper balloting.

Information Updates

Typically, during the course of the election process, additional information becomes
available. As this occurs, candidates will be advised promptly and will be provided with
the necessary information. Candidates and potential candidates are encouraged to visit
the Township’s website often: www.augusta.ca.

The Clerk’s Department is developing new material to assist candidates on an on-going
basis and will make sure that this is provided to you in a timely manner so that you will
have the information you need to conduct your campaign.

Note: Candidates are advised that election campaigning or the distributing of election
campaign material in municipal buildings or on municipal property is not permitted.

Enumeration

The Preliminary List of Electors for the Township of Augusta is prepared by the
Municipal Property Assessment Corporation and contains the names and addresses
and school support of each person who is listed in the Corporation's data and who
meets the qualifications of an elector. The list will be available by September 1, 2010 at
the latest.
